Part III: FERMENTATION = releases a little energy
· Some organisms do not need O2.  To release energy from their food, they do fermentation. 
· Fermentation:  an anaerobic process in which sugar is broken down into carbon dioxide, alcohol or lactic acid and a tiny amount of energy. 

  

· Anaerobic: a process that does not need O2     ex. fermentation

· Aerobic: a process that does need O2 
ex. respiration
