Part II: Respiration = Releasing Energy

Sun’s energy is stored in sugars and starches (lots of sugars hooked together).

Cellular respiration: a process in which oxygen is used to break down glucose into carbon dioxide and water and energy is released (like burning a candle).

C6H12O6 + 6O2 ( 6CO2 + 6H2O + Energy(ATP)
ATP: a form of energy that can be passed around the cell.

Who does respiration?  Animals and plants
Where does it happen? In a part of the cell called a mitochondrion
